Green Hill Cemetery Fact Sheet


Did you know?

Broken Urn in Green Hill Cemetery  

· Green Hill Cemetery is Greensboro's oldest public cemetery covering 51 acres was officially opened in 1887 when Greensboro's population was under 3,000.

· With over 18,800 burial plots originally plotted in Green Hill, a few burial lots remain available and burials occur almost weekly.

· Greensboro's former leaders including mayors, newspaper editors, life insurance and railroad magnates, educators, and those for whom many Greensboro streets are named, were laid to rest in this “open air museum”.

· Green Hill is recognized and appreciated simultaneously as a place of respect, respite, and a living park by those who live and work nearby.

· Tours of Green Hill promote local history and botanical education in a park setting.


· Dozens or trees and plants have died or are in a serious state of decline in Green Hill due to age and ongoing drought.

· Hundreds of native and unique plants in Green Hill Cemetery create and educational and healthful natural setting immediately adjacent to downtown Greensboro.

· Gravestones provide genealogists with much more information than do cemetery records, including birth dates, relationships (such as mother, father, son, daughter), social conditions (such as immigration, segregation, war, and business prominence), cause of death, and affiliations such as the DAR, Masonry, military, and religion.

· Volunteers may enhance Green Hill's influence and accessibility by participating in a national Tombstone Transcription Project registry used by families, historians, and genealogists.  To learn more, visit http://usgwtombstones.org/

· At least 29 gravestones in Green Hill are in urgent need of repair. Many more need minor repairs.  Gravestones are private property and the City cannot repair them alone.

· Most older cemeteries do not have ongoing funding streams (from sales of new plots) to take care of necessary improvements. The City provides basic funding for maintenance.  Your donations and volunteering provide stabilization and additional enhancements at Green Hill Cemetery.
